Online discussion-based course (Learning Alliance) on Horizontal Accountability
Take part in an online Learning Alliance on accountability, transparency and good governance. We invite you to discuss how formal institutions, capacities and informal institutions shape horizontal accountability – through a lens that compares experiences in Latin America and Africa.
How will the Alliance work? 
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The Alliance will be a mix between an online course and a community of practice. It will follow a structured course, covering six topics, delivered over three months. In the private interactive platform, the course moderators –CIPPEC, Argentina and OSSREA, Ethiopia – will post discussions and reference material on each topic. Participants will be supported to engage in peer group discussions that compare the Latin American and African experiences, in order to support learning between the two regions. Each discussion will be summarised, and conclusions and lessons identified. The Alliance has been designed and is led by CIPPEC and OSSREA, and is based on established research, and on new comparative research that the two research centres have undertaken.
Thematic Content: 

This discussion based course reviews how the Legislature holds the Executive to account, and how effective they are in this task – based on a comparison of selected experiences in Latin America and Africa. Formal structures, the capacities of both branches of the state, and the role of informal institutions are examined, to identify ways to enhance accountability.

The Learning Alliance will be led and moderated by:
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CIPPEC from Buenos Aires, Argentina and OSSREA from Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, will lead and moderate this online Learning Alliance.

CIPPEC is a pluralistic, independent institution, dedicated to research to inform public policy by forming links with actors from both civil society and government. CIPPEC researches three main areas, State and Government, Economic Development, and Social Development.

OSSREA (Organisation for Social Science Research in Eastern and Southern Africa) is an African think tank doing research and research capacity development in Eastern and Southern Africa. OSSREA researches challenges and opportunities in Eastern and Southern Africa on diverse social science issues, including economic social, political, governance, gender and environmental themes.
Language
The online Learning Alliances will be held simultaneously in English and in Spanish. The moderator’s and participants contributions will be translated from English to Spanish and vice versa. So contributions can be made in Spanish or English and the discussion thread can be read in both languages. Where possible the reference material will be provided in both languages; in some cases, materials might only be available in one or the other language.
